The only way to keep them safe 
(we have wild animals and 
plants) and to limit your         
liability incase of an accidental 
attack is to have your dog on a 
leash.  
 
Remember: Your dog is your 
responsibility.

For 
the continued enjoyment of 
all  patrons of Peck Park,    
including our 4 footed fury 
friends we remind you of 
some basic park rules: 
1. Please clean up after your      
 dog. NO one wants to step  in it. 

2. All dogs must remain on a 
leash. Even the best trained can 
get exited and run off or bite. 

3. Your dog is your responsibility, what it does you 
are liable for.  

4. Bring water (or a bowl) to the park for your dog. 
Water   fountains are designated for human use 
only.
