Location 
Due to high response, several courses may be used to ensure that all participants will have sufficient 
opportunity to play.  The boys and girls championship flights will be assigned to Harding and Wilson 
Golf Courses in Griffith Park.  The “A”, “B”, & “C” flights will be assigned to Encino & Balboa Golf 
Courses in Encino.  The “D” flight will be assigned to Roosevelt Golf Course.  The “E” flight will be 
assigned to Los Feliz Par 3 Golf Course.  Locations are subject to change depending on course 
conditions, weather conditions & number of entries.  Depending on the field size it may be necessary 
to invoke rule 33-2 and split the field between two courses. 
 
Flights/Age 
All participants must be at least seven years old.  The maximum age will follow USGA junior golf age 
criteria (may be 18 years of age if still in high school).  Proof of age and high school identification will 
be required for anyone over 17 years old.  All other contestants must be within the age limitation of a 
given flight as of March 31, 2012.  
 
A boy of any age is eligible for the Championship Flight if he can consistently shoot 76 or better on 
a regulation golf course.  A girl of any age is eligible for the Championship Flight if she can 
consistently shoot 85 or better on a regulation course.  All others play in flights according to age.  
Each entrant must designate a specific flight and must be prepared to show proof of age.  The 
Tournament Committee reserves the right to change a player’s flight during the competition, if 
indicated. 
 
Format 
 “A”, “B”, “C” & Championship flights will play 36 holes of qualifying. Approximately 25% of those 
players that complete 36 holes will make the cut and play a 3rd round. The D and E flights will play 
only 9 holes Saturday and Sunday - no cut in these flights.   
 
Deadline 
Entries must be postmarked no later than March 12, 2012. NO POST ENTRIES WILL BE 
ACCEPTED, REFUNDS AFTER DEADLINE SUBJECT TO A $10.00 PROCESSING FEE.  LAST 
DAY TO CANCEL WITH A REFUND IS 3 DAYS PRIOR TO EVENT. No Show = No Refund 
         

Tee Times / Results 
Tee times will be available 7 days prior to the tournament on our web page. Results are usually posted 1-2 
days after the conclusion of the tournament. Hit Refresh button if you can’t see the updated information.

Scoring 
The player will be responsible for the correct score on each hole.  The scorer will add the score, but 
addition errors will not result in disqualification. The scorecard will have two signatures–the scorer 
and the player. 
 
Pace of Play 

All players will be expected to maintain their position on the course, play without delay, and clear 
each hole promptly. The committee has no desire to invoke rules and penalties; however, Rule 6-7 
states: “Players shall at all times play without undue delay.”  Penalty for violation in stroke play is two 
strokes for each member of the foursome.  Repeat offenses will result in disqualification. 
  



Awards 

The winners of the Championship Flights (Boys and Girls) are the overall champions.  Trophies are 
awarded for gross score only in each flight.  Ties for first place will be decided by a playoff on a 
sudden death basis.  All other ties will be decided by a card-off as recommended by the USGA of the 
last round.

Spectators / Carts / Caddies 
Spectators are permitted; however, they must stay in the rough and may NOT communicate, 
interfere, give advice to the players, or interfere with committee decisions.  To do so will cause 
disqualification of the competitor.  Spectators will be permitted to rent electric carts, the standard cart 
fee will apply. 
 
Rulings 
The committee shall make all rulings.  When doubtful of rights or procedures, and where no rules 
committee person can be found, play a second ball.  Note: you may not play two balls and then 
choose which one will count.  Before playing either ball, you must announce your intention and 
specify which ball you want to score, if the rules permit.  Protests are to be resolved at the course 
with the Committee.  All rulings by the committee are final. 
 
Refreshments 
Players will receive a food ticket each day for a small lunch, usually consisting of a hot dog or 
sandwich chips or & small soda or equivalent.  
 
Rain 
Eighteen holes is the stipulated number of holes per round.  If rain causes a cancellation of play, only 
full eighteen-hole rounds will be counted.  The tournament will not be rescheduled, and no refunds 
will be made for a shortened tournament. 
 
Cell Phones / Pagers 
Cell phone or pager use is not permitted during play. 
 
Dress Code 
Appropriate golf attire is expected. Soft spikes are preferred.
